A man in public office should seek not to stir up
gtrife but when issues are clearly brought he must have saffi-
eient courage and conviction to io what he bekieves to be right
ani\ﬁroper.

Although seversl reports with names have been brought
to me of the harsh remarks comcerning myself which have been
made by Lincoln sympathigers I have only the kindliest feeling
towards then. I am keeping neither notch, stics., nor scors
card against them.

This, how, would seem to be the proper course to
pursue in this matter.

Accept the gift of Purcellville people who offer a
gite of land on the Love property and build a high school
there. Call it still "Lincoln High sdiool”. Sell ine
Home Tconcmics Cottage at Lincoln for a house.
